3. A citizen of United States
4. Already registered to vote

How does voting in a midterm election work?
Georgia’s November 8th midterm election will decide races for the U.S. Senate, state Senate 
and House, Governor, Lieutenant Governor, Secretary of State and other state executive offic-
es, along with additional state high courts.

Do I need to be a registered member of a party to vote in the midterms?
No. In Georgia, you do not have to be a registered member of a political party to vote in the 
midterms. This only applies to the primaries.

Do I need to show a photo ID to vote?
Yes. You’ll need to present a government-issued photo ID when voting in person. You can use 

a valid driver’s license (even an expired one), a free state-issued ID, passport, military ID, 
student ID from a public college or university in Georgia, or an employee ID issued by a 
local, state, or federal government. 

How do I find my polling place?
On Election Day, you must vote at your designated polling place. You can find 
your assigned polling location on your voter registration card or by logging 

into the Secretary of State’s My Voter Page:  https://mvp.sos.ga.gov/s/ . 

Can I vote at any polling place in my county?
In the state of Georgia, one must go to their designated polling location.

What is a provisional ballot? 
A provisional ballot is a paper ballot used by a voter when their eligibility to vote 
cannot be determined at the polling place. Voters who declare they are registered and eligible 
to vote in the county in which they desire to vote, but whose names do not appear on the 
registration list, must be permitted to cast a provisional ballot.
